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Shortly after Two-Thumbs departure from the establishment of class betterment and successful 

integration into society presumably ravaged by vicious-looking maggots, Two-Thumbs enrolled at a 

school for enlightened action under the guidance of one MIY.1 Due to financial circumstances 

pertaining of a humble servant, Two-Thumbs was obliged to accept tutorship at that school under its 

karma program.

And with bursting the gates bec ause fly beyond swatting the boards 

were upside down. They are now right way up. Also, fly swatters have 

been provided on every mat.  

Forever perceived in headful supplication  I remain,

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With alleged job experience, Two-Thumbs accepted a demi-contracted employment in a delivery 

corporation.2 While most of his co-workers complained of the inability of their demi-salaries to meet 

their demands for cultural enrichment, Two-Thumbs appeared to find enrichment elsewhere. This 

included an attic over the main square where the delivery corporation was. 
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However, it appears attic contentment was short-lived. Within a fortnight of employment, Two-

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The third occasion included an experienced decisive epiphany. JV had insisted to visit a temporary 

porcelain exhibition. The following discussion occurred in the cab on the way to said exhibition:

JV: Life is like a chocolate box, 

  So bitter, so sweet, almond, and brandy too, 

  Profound medicinal love rising equinox,

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2T: Please is begged no porcelain!

JV: Love so strong in reeds so hollow, 

  Swooning hearts fly free, 

  Until they doth the medicine swallow, 

  At the exhibition, lady have tea. 
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Exactly what happened shortly after Two-Thumbs entered the temporary porcelain exhibition is 

unclear. Two-Thumbs was allowed to recover before testifying in a suit brought against the father of 

JV and householder by the owner of the temporary porcelain exhibition. In addition to being accused 

of complete, utter, and irreparable damage to most items on display at the exhibition, in addition to 

several items in storage, Two-Thumbs was blamed for scuttling a boat and later demanding 

compensation from rental agents and disrupting the operations of a stable park.5
